Since the purchase of the John Mark Verdier House in 

1947, concerned citizens have been working diligently  

to preserve the historic resources of Beaufort and the  

South Carolina Lowcountry. With its incorporation in 

1965, Historic Beaufort Foundation (HBF) has  

been at the forefront of the preservation movement, 

advocating for the preservation of the integrity local 

landmarks, neighborhoods, and the National Historic 

Landmark District.  

HBF’s conservation easement program protects the 

exteriors of some of Beaufort’s most important  

buildings. The Verdier House and our educational  

programs instill in our community an appreciation  

for the history of our region and the importance of  

our preservation mission. Our preservation fund has 

provided resources for the restoration of a variety of 

projects from grand antebellum homes to small cottages 

crafted by 19th Century African-American freedmen.
